There is part of us that 
wishes to remain quiet and not become the center of attention.  After all, we are caregivers; we are the 
ones who should be giving the care not receiving.  The reality of it is that we are all humans, all in need of 
grace and healing and care.  There is the other part of us that acknowledges that we are public people, 
and that the community needs to know what is going on.  When I shared Sunday that I have cancer and 
must have an operation, I was nervous!  There is another part of us that doesn’t want to burden or upset 
people.  I’ve encountered this attitude a number of times with people who are sick or dying.  I think it’s 
the desire not to cause any pain or suffering to those we care about and those who are around us.  Of 
course, my very absence from Church would communicate something to the parish!  Many clergy wrestle 
with boundaries and what is appropriate in our ministry.  It is a constant need to monitor and evaluate 
what is appropriate.  We all need to do this kind of reflection.  I look forward to my surgery on 
September 15th with a thought, “Let’s get this over with!”  I hav e the love and support of my family and 
friends and parish.  I will keep you posted as we go along.  Again, thanks for your concern about me, my 
family and the many offers of help.  Keep the prayers going and we’ll celebrate when I get back to work!
