MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR 
William Sloan Coffin 

 
Martin Luther King deserves a national holiday 
because he rescued the American people from the 
shallows and miseries where they had chosen to 
live their lives.  He deserves a national holiday 
because more than any other public figure in this 
century he asserted his individuality in order to 
affirm community on the widest possible scale; 
because better than any other public figure he 
understood the nature of compassion, that it did not 
exclude confrontation.  It was Martin’s message 
that it is not enough to suffer with the poor; we 
must confront the people and systems that cause 
poverty.  It was Martin’s message that you cannot 
set the captive free  if you are not willing to confront 
those who hold the keys.    Without confrontation 
compassion becomes merely commiseration, 
fruitless and sentimental. 
 

Likewise King understood the difference between 
defiance and freedom.  Confrontation to him did not 
mean the ruin and humiliation of opponents.  
Nonviolence to him represented conquest without 
the humiliation of the conquered.  Nonviolence to 
him represented an effort to give visibility not to our 
own poor powers but to God’s everlasting love.  “Not 
unto us, O Lord, not unto us, but unto thy name be 
the glory.”  Nonviolence represented a chance for 
all parties to rise above their present condition. 
 

Measured by feet, it was a short distance from 
King’s pulpit to the streets of Montgomery.  
Measured spiritually, it was a long journey.   But he 
took it, in the name of him who “in those 
days...came from Nazareth to Galilee and was 
baptized by John in the Jordan.”

Dear Friends in Christ: 
 
It’s a new year, a new beginning.  January brings to us changes, dreams and hopes of something new.  We say 
goodbye to the old year with all the joys and sorrows that it brought.  But last year is gone.  It’s ended.  We 
will carry some of the thoughts, feelings and realities of the past, but the new year is our present.  It is time to 
look ahead. 
 
Each year challenges us to redefine ourselves.  What will I do this year?  Where will I be?  How will I be dif-
ferent?  Who will I encounter?  Why is this or that important or meaningful to me?  As Christians, we include 
the realm of God into the defining moments of the new year.  What does God expect of me?  What gifts and 
talents has God given me?

Through Jesus, God calls us into newness, 
into the changes that will bring us closer to the Divine Presence and Reality. 
 
We have been lured into a dullness by the world of which we are part.  The society sends us messages of self-
focus.

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SYMBOLS OF EPIPHANY 
 

(adapted from Prayer Book Guide for Education) 
 

· Baptism – the sacrament of initiation into 
the community of faith and the beginning of 
our ministry that reflects our following Jesus; 

· Calling – the recognition that God gives each 
of us a vocation “calling” that uses the gifts 
God has given us to make a difference in the 
world; 

· Colors of the season – white for the Feast of the 
Epiphany and the first Sunday, the festival 
color, green for the rest of the season 
signifying the ongoing life of the Church; 

· Conversion – a change of heart, mind and 
direction that leads us to a deeper 
relationship with God through Jesus Christ; 

· Covenant – a special relationship made 
between God and humanity with certain 
promises and expectations; 

· Disciple – a follower of Jesus Christ who 
models their life after his life and teachings; 

· Gifts – the gifts of the magi to Jesus point to 
who he is … gold – royalty, frankincense – 
worthy of worship, myrrh – foreshadows his 
death.  Gifts are also given to each of us for 
the purpose of ministry to fulfill God’s will on 
earth; 

· Light – first presented to us in the story of 
the magi with the star.  Jesus is the light of 
the world and that light is to grow in our lives; 

· Mission and ministry – epiphany points to 
the reason for Jesus’ life and draws us into 
our reason for being; 

· Revelation – the readings of the season 
reveal to us who Jesus is, what he is doing 
and draws us into relationship with Jesus 
and the Divine;  

· Sign – something that points to the true 
nature of the person or reason for a certain 
reality; 

· Wise men – also called the magi, the tree 
visitors from the East that show us the 
person, message, mission and ministry of 
Jesus is intended for all peoples.

THE MEANING OF EPIPHANY 
 
January 6th, the Feast of the Epiphany, begins the 
new season of the Church year.  The word 
“epiphany” comes from the Greek meaning, “show 
forth”, “appear”, “manifest” and “revelation.”  
Epiphany is the season that discusses Jesus as the 
revelation of God.  The Bible readings on Sundays 
help us to see what Jesus Christ means to the whole 
world.  Epiphany is a time to remember that Jesus is 
recognize by many people: the magi; John the 
Baptist; Jesus’ disciples, and Christians in every age.  
It is a time our own mission and ministry to 
spreading the light of Jesus Christ to the world.  
Epiphany is a time to recall Jesus’ baptism and our 
own.  We are called to be disciples and to live out 
our own baptisms.

STEWARDSHIP UPDATE 

 
Your Stewardship Committee wishes you all a Happy 
and Rewarding New Year. We also want to thank all 
of you for your wonderful support of our pledge drive 
not only in the pledges received (as of this writing we 
are 120% of last year) but also in the responses to 
our requests for volunteers. More than 30% of the 
pledges included a volunteer response form.  
 
These responses demonstrate that to us that there 
is an understanding our church that just as the wise 
men gave gifts to Jesus and God gave Jesus as a gift 
to us, we are God’s gift to each other. Each of us is a 
gift to our parish, our diocese, our country and to our 
world. We have the choice to use ourselves (God’s 
Gift to the world) to do God’s work in the world or to 
rob God, and the world (including ourselves), of the 
benefit of our gifts (time, talent and treasure) when 
we withhold them.

• ·Be a Sunday School Teacher, EYC leader, 
usher, lector or chalice bearer 

 
As you think about your resolutions for the New Year, 
consider the following: 

 
Jesus was radically generous to us when He 
didn’t have to be. As a Christian we 
understand the enormity of the generosity of 
God in giving His Son, and as a result of that 
generosity, something springs loose in our 
own hearts. Suddenly we realize that all that 
we have and are held in stewardship from 
God. We earned and deserved nothing, no 
matter how much think we are worth, it is all 
God's.

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WORSHIP AND THE FLU 

 
The onset of the flu season raises questions about 
receiving communion from the common cup and 
passing the peace.  Common sense dictates that if 
you are not feeling well, you would refrain from 
shaking hands at the peace or drinking from the 
common cup.  Studies show that touching hands 
spreads germs more. To reduce the possibility of 
illness, wash your hands frequently.  When taking 
communion, if you are concerned about germs, 
intincture is an acceptable practice.  This is where 
you would hand the host to the chalice administrant 
to be dipped in the cup before being received.  It is 
also permissible to decline the common cup all 
together. Please remember to be considerate of 
others during the flu and cold season, but come and 
participate in worship!
